1. Introduction  

This product is an program the main purpose of which is to cut specified areas of windows into easy 
usable and maintainable dynamic gadgets, into the clipboard, or an file as static screen-captures. 
Selected screen areas could be zoomed/magnified in an intuitive and easy manner.  
 

 Vidi windows tools include a window mapper realized as Scissors and gadget engine implemented as 

Vidi engine. The product is tested on Microsoft windows XP professional, on Microsoft XP Home, and 

on the Microsoft windows Vista family operating systems. The programs, however, utilizes .NET 

platform, and should be capable to run on all MS .NET equipped operating platforms. It provides 

enhanced focus on relevant content and increases its availability. By using Vidi tools, more window 

content can remain visible on a desktop instead of keeping it hidden within a taskbar. 

The Vidi mapper provides a user with a window-Scissors tool for mapping an arbitrary window region 
easily and quickly into an intelligent gadget ς the Vidi window. Vidi gadgets used alongside 
conventional windows improve usersΩ experiences by providing easier access to relevant content.  

Additionally, it offers a nice visualisation of Screen-Capturing to clipboard, to a file or into the picture 
editor plus an intuitive easy-usable magnifying function. 

Mapped windows allow moving, scrolling and exploring content on the desktop. The appearance of a 

particular Vidi window could be customised as for example the visual style, border size, and colouring. 

Adjustments of content and border transparency and luminosity could be performed in an easy and 

intuitive way. The form could be set or adjusted to a rectangular or free shape. Partial elements of 

mapped windows could be switched on or off on the display, by a single click. All settings, including 

screen position and appearance, can be saved or retrieved from a file. These properties enable 

utilisation of completely new usage paradigms on the display surface. 

 Vidi windows tools may significantly improve usersΩ experiences of conventional windowsΩ usage for 

both lesser and more demanding users.

After expiration of the evaluation period, the program is still working with Basic Edition ς Screen 

Capturing function, without any nag screens or reminders.  Upon attempt to generate a new Vidi, 

however, a message and dialog appears to be acknowledged, and a Vidi is created and could be 

maintained without any limitations.

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Click on the Sunflower icon or on the textual label ά/ƘŜŎƪ ŦƻǊ ǳǇŘŀǘŜǎέ below, initiates check for a 

newer version of the Vidi-windows-Tools.  If newer version is available, the upgrade process stops 

the scissors-program and all opened Vidi windows. Upon finishing of the upgrade, the scissor-

program and any Vidi window is restored on the screen as it was before the upgrade. 

Remark: Upgrade is allowed also for already expired trial versions. 

2. Interaction reference  

2.1 Scissors functional table  

Learning the table below rootedly, could lead to giddiness from left to right and back. The tables 

should be taken just as a reference summary, what can be done naturally on digital way. Most of 

natural interactions, indeed, are complicated to digitize. Luckily, such kind of interaction can be 

described to learn and to remember much easier, using a few simple rules, which you as user, should 

follow during interaction with Vidi scissors and theirs pad. 

Generally, you should follow your basic knowledge on using scissors, knowing only one single rule: 

The scissors needs to be opened to be able to cut, and they are best suited for move as 

closed. Then you should try whichever mouse button to open or close it and subsequently 

moving them or cutting with them accordingly. 

More demanding users can start using table below without learning, knowing seven rules below. 

However, you may start using a scissors knowing just a few of them. 

1. The function of the first button on the nib corresponds generally to the state of the scissors ς 

opened or closed. If closed, first button and mouse movement moves the scissors. If opened, 

the first button and mouse movement performs cutting.  

 

2. The opposite ς a second button on the nib and mouse movement, performs the opposite 

function to the first button. If scissors are opened, they go temporarily closed and could be 

moved. If scissor are closed, they go temporarily opened and can perform cutting. 

 

3. Click on the first button (or on the keyboard space-bar) on the nib toggles the scissor 

between opened and closed state. The default scissor state is closed and the scissors go to 

closed state after performing the (accepted or cancelled) selection. Remark: This function is 

useful, if you prefer using only one single mouse button. 

 

4. To change cutting function, first-button click on the scissors-ǇŀŘ Ŏŀƴ ōŜ ǳǎŜŘΦ !ǎ мΩ¢Ƙ 

alternative, double-click with the first button on the scissor-ƴƛō ƻǊ нΩ¢Ƙ ŀƭǘŜǊƴŀǘƛǾŜ ŎƭƛŎƪ ǿƛǘƘ 

the second button on the scissors-nib, may be used. 

 

5. When merging rectangles (or objects), the second mouse button or space-bar click, toggling 

acknowledges or cancels the merging of current object into the cut. Are both buttons 
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pressed simultaneously, the merging is performed immediately and all visited objects are 

automatically acknowledged into the final cut candidate.   

 

6. A second button on the scissors-pad opens and closes the menu, which could be used using 

the first mouse button. 

 

7. For Right-handed use, the first button is the left mouse button, for the Left-handed use, the 

first button is the right mouse button.

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3 Installing /removing  the product  
After product distribution download, file VidiSetup appear on the desired map on your computer: 

 
Double click on the VidiSetup file (or acknowledging the Run button in the case of web installation) 

starts the set-up procedure, which firstly shows the dialog below: 

 
Press Next button to continue installation 
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After reading the licence agreement, the installation procedure can proceed by pressing the button 

marked as Next. The dialog below customizes the installation procedure if required. 

 
 

After confirming the installation using the button Next, the installation begins: 
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And finally a dialog appears to report successful program installation. The Finish button closes the
